2.0 Previous minutes approved

3.0 Project Update – Persevere Garden. Slow progress.  Katriona will be moving on.  The flats don’t have a constitution.  AT and SA to take forward.  SA able to bring in people for garden workshops of 5-8 people to do planting.
4.0 Project Update – Leith Links Community Garden Consultation. Unfortunately Awards for All application had a technical error in it and so is not going forward at the moment.  The Scottish Communities grant application was rejected.  Only 17 people have so far done the online consultation for the Leith Links Bowling Green project.  No further news from the Edinburgh Greenspace Trust.
5.0 New Project – promoting Greener Leith.  A5 Leaflet to be ready for 22nd of September for Community Consultation Event with Mark Lazarovicz.  These can also be used for flyers in the library, in schools, etc.  CE to promote GL on Leith FM on 11/9/07.  AT to organise crisp packet costumes for next year’s Leith Festival. SD to organise some (300) promotional buttons. 
6.0 New Project – Leith/Portobello Pedal Party.  2km Cycle extravaganza to coincide with a car-free day in Portbello and highlight the parts of the route that are not suitable for cyclists, which spoil the opportunities to cycle out of Edinburgh from the east.  Taking place on the 23rd of September 12 noon, AT to take photographs of the part of the route where cycling is not possible at this stage.  Details of this event as well as leaflets to go to LMcC as Pilrig School regularly uses this route.
7.0 New Project – Working with local schools (berry hedge).  Pilrig Park School’s security non-existent and vandalism bad during the last summer.  AT , Karen Hay and LMcC to make a plan to get funding for a prickly berry hedge and organise maintenance.  LMcC to estimate total length of hedge.
8.0 New Project – 17th ct garden in Pilrig Park.  Project brainchild of JL, formed after digging in Pilrig Park last year.  See project report.  JL to provide PDF to put on web site.  JL is planning another dig, Leith fortifications as well as 2nd WW air raid shelters, ideal opportunity for community involvement and fits into schools’ curriculum.  A replica17th ct garden in Pilrig Park could be part of the restoration project.  JL will report back in the next few weeks to let us know if there is enthusiasm for this plan.
